Lorenzo served in the Mormon Battalion but was among those who departed from Pueblo and
returned to Salt Lake City due to ill health. Lorenzo was the one who was kicked by a horse or
mule and became infamous for being the only one injured from the Battalion. He reportedly
suffered somewhat from the effects for many years afterward.
