-In the 1860 census William age 23 and Joseph age 15 are living with the Sweet family in Kane Township,
Pottawattamie, lowa (1860 U.S. Census, p.72). In 1865 William Married Lurina (Lovina) and together
they had Daisy, Myrtle, Harrison, Eva, and Cora. (1900 U.S. Census, Minden, Pottawattamie, lowa, sheet
7B). By 1900 William was farming and had two farm hands living with the family. (1900 U.S. Census,
Minden, Pottawattamie, lowa, sheet 7B).



-William lived in Nebraska from 1846 to 1848 before returning to lowa for good. He served as justice of
the peace for a time. George was a blacksmith before his death. (History of Pottawattamie County,
