Which Pioneer wagon train took the family west? Ephraim went with the Mormon battalion, Elias came 

with the Abraham O. Smoot – George B. Wallace Co. which left from the Elkhorn River June 18, 1847 and 

arrived Sep. 25-29.

-Rhoda’s husband, Jacob, died less than two months after her on Dec. 20, 1846 also at Winter Quarters. 

-Together Jacob and Rhoda had the following children: Phebe, Elizabeth, Josiah, Lewis, Adaline, Heber,
